DEAR PARISHIONERS, 
 

T 
his weekend we celebrate the Second Sunday of Easter which is also 
known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Among all of the elements of devotion to 
Divine Mercy requested by our Lord through St. Maria Faustina Kowalska, 

the Feast of Mercy holds first place. The Lord's will with regard to its establish-
ment was already made known in His first revelation to the saint, as recorded in 
her Diary. In all, there were 14 revelations concerning the desired feast. 
 
Our Lord's explicit desire is that this feast be celebrated on the first Sunday 
after Easter. This Sunday is designated as the "Octave Day of Easter." It was 
officially called the Second Sunday of Easter after the liturgical reform of Vati-
can II. Now, by the Decree of the Congregation for Divine Worship and the 
Discipline of the Sacraments, the name of this liturgical day has been changed 
to: "Second Sunday of Easter, or Divine Mercy Sunday." 
 
The readings today focus on the birth of the new community of believers as the 
first followers of Jesus enter a new moment in salvation history, the time of the 
Church. The one who proclaimed the Good News is now the one proclaimed as 
the Good News. The Reign of God is declared in time and space. In the first 
reading, Peter goes to great lengths to say that the Church is the continuation of 
the mission of Jesus. Signs and wonders continue to be worked. The Holy Spirit 
continues to breathe life and purpose into the community. At the heart of the  
Gospel of John is the presence of the Risen Christ. Sequestered in the Upper 
Room, Jesus stands in their midst. òPeace be with you,ó he says. Thomas, absent 
at the time, does not believe based upon the word of his companions, rather he 
says he wants to see the wounds for himself. Jesus responds by appearing a 
second time when Thomas is present. He is invited to explore the wounds and 
Thomas responds, òMy Lord and My God.ó Faith is ultimately about trust. It be-
lieves without surety of knowledge. Faith believes without having certainty. The 
opposite of faith is fear. The resurrection experiences gave the disciples the 
courage to proclaim that death and sin have been conquered in and through 
Christ. That became their mission and remains our mission today. 
 
In celebration of Divine Mercy Sunday, I encourage you to attend the Agnus Dei 
Ministry presentation òJourney of Mercyó this Sunday at 3:30 here in the church. 
I promise you that you will not be disappointed. A free will offering will be tak-
en to assist with travel expenses for the group.
