DEAR PARISHIONERS, 
 

T 
his week I attended a conference on the Notre Dame campus for Pastors 
with Catholic schools. Along with walking through a beautiful and 
prestigious Catholic University, I had the privilege of listening to some 

very insightful presenters. hƴŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ǇǊŜǎŜƴǘŀǝƻƴǎ focused on the 

importance of the principal and pastor relationship. In this presentation we 
were given a list of the five things a principal hopes for from the pastor.  
 
The first one is PRAYER. A pastor should pray for the principal of the school 
and, in all honesty, that act should be reciprocated. The spiritual bond of 
prayer and the inclusion of Jesus in that mutual relationship should be 
paramount for the benefit of both people and the success of the school.  
 
Second is PARTNERSHIP. Both the pastor and the principal have unique 
perspectives on Catholic identity, formation and education. And both, by right 
of their positions of authority, have a power that has been entrusted to them 
to see that these dynamics are implemented in the best possible ways. We do 
this as partners.  
 
Third is PRESENCE. A pastor should be as present as possible to the students, 
staff and faculty of the school. These efforts develop a healthy sense of 
familiarity of the pastor with the school children and confidence among faculty 
and staff.  
 
Fourth is PROTECTION. The principal should have total confidence that the 
pastor has his or her back when difficulties arise and decisions have to be 
made. Taking a supportive/protective role alleviates all sorts of anxieties for 
both pastor and principal.  
 
Fifth and finally is PROMOTION. The pastor should take an active role in 
publicly promoting the good news of the school in a variety of different ways. 
There is no better way to increase enrollment and enliven the spirit of the 
school by speaking positively and joyfully about it as a gift. 
 
There were many other good presentations. Among the significant role of 
pastors and principals we can never forget about or ease off on the utmost 
importance of parental involvement in school and parish. 
 
In the middle of July this conference not only has me thinking about our 
Catholic school but it also has me praying for our principal, faculty, staff and 
students. Would you all please join me in those prayers? As the first day of 
school will be here before we know it, let us pray that Jesus, the Divine Pastor 
and Teacher, will bless our school and help it be the best of environments to 
teach us the ways of faith, hope and love.
