DEAR PARISHIONERS, 

T 
his weekend the Gospel confronts us with the question: òWhat is a 
weed? ò  One definition is: òA plant considered undesirable in a 
particular situation.ó The next consideration has to be: 

òUndesirable to whom?ó In todayõs parable of the weeds and the wheat, the 
servants are quick to offer to cleanse the land of the intrusion, but the landown-
er has a different point of view. Heõs not ready to make a final determination 
about the worth of everything growing out there. There may be some surprises, 
and harvest time will tell the story.  

 
When Jesus interpreted the parable of the weeds, he talked about the 

world with both good and evil, and he specified that the task of weeding ques-
tionable people out of the community was not part of the disciplesõ job descrip-
tion. As the landowner, he mandated that there was to be no weeding. The sift-
ing would happen at harvest. Until then everything would have its chance to 
grow. Who are we to judge?  

 
In another parable in todayõs Gospel, Jesus compares the Kingdom of 

Heaven to a mustard seed. Jesus assures us that the kingdom is made up of 
small and seemingly unimportant things, but which, in the long run, are big 
things. Spiritual writer, Fr. Ron Rolheiser offers some insights. Rolheiser suggests 
that we easily forget the big things, the events or moments that seem of great 
importance. The world helps us to believe that we need to think big and that the 
private moments of life with family; neighbors, and co-workers are of little sig-
nificance. But what do you remember most even after years have passed. We 
remember the small acts of kindness or cruelty. We tend to forget the big things 
like who won the Academy Award for best actor five years ago; who won the 
Noble prize for literature or the World Cup ten years ago. We, however, do 
not forget who was nice to us on the playground in grade school, who stuck up 
for us in middle school, and who befriended us in high school. We remember the 
teacher who encouraged us when we thought we just couldnõt òget it.ó We re-
member all too vividly who laughed at us, ridiculed us, or made fun of our 
clothes, and the scars those moments left on us. The small òmustard seedsó of 
kindness and cruelty are remembered.
