DEAR PARISHIONERS, 
 

A 
s we approach the end of the liturgical year, our readings turn 
toward a consideration of the end-times and the consummation 
of the world as we know it. In the first reading this weekend, we 

hear about a mother and her seven sons who were arrested and faced death 
for their refusal to eat pork, in violation of the Law of Moses. The consumption 
of pork violated Jewish dietary laws. One of the first brothers to be tortured 
states their position: We are ready to die rather than transgress the laws of our 
ancestors.ó Another of the brothers testifies to a growing awareness that there 
is life after death:  It is my choice to die at the hands of men with the hope God 
gives of being raised up by him, but for you there will be no resurrection to life. 
Belief in life after death began to appear in Jewish circles about 200 years 
before the birth of Christ, relatively late in Old Testament history.  

 

In todayõs Gospel, Jesus finally arrives in Jerusalem a journey we 
started with him on the last Sunday in June. The Gospel records that he was not 
well received by many of the religious and political leaders of the time. Both 
the Pharisees and the Sadducees publicly challenged Jesus and tried to trap 
him in debate. The Sadducees are a priestly aristocratic group centered in 
Jerusalem and they did not believe in a doctrine of resurrection. They test Jesus 
with a riddle of sorts regarding a woman and seven brothers. Rather than 
Jesus trying to resolve the riddle, he shifts the focus to the end-times, saying 
that in eternal life there is no need for marriage, since God is an eternal God 
of the now, and in God there is no death, but only resurrection of life. God 
sees all people, past and present, as òalive.ó In God we are all his children 
fully alive and no longer living under the shadow of death. God is a God not 
of the dead but a God of the living. He is the God of Abraham, the God of 
Isaac, and the God of Jacob, not the God of the dead but of the living. 

 

Political Materials: All parishes prohibit the distribution of political materials 
on church property. If you find something attached to your car window please 
know it was done without permission of your pastor or of anyone at 
Resurrection Parish. The U.S. Bishops urge all Catholics to exercise our right to 
vote realizing that no candidate fulfills the hopes of the U.S. Bishops 
Conference. Please pray for guidance and for our country as you ponder your 
choices in the upcoming federal elections.  
 

Father Michael Hutchison:  We have received word from Fr. Michael that he 
hopes to fly to the U.S. on Wednesday, November 16th and will hopefully join 
us at Resurrection in the week following. I want to encourage everyone to be 
prepared to welcome Father to our parish. This is a wonderful opportunity for 
us to share our culture with him and for him to share his culture with us. We will 
be graced by his presence. We will have a number of tasks to assist him with, 
and if you are willing to assist in any of these, please let me or one of the 
parish staff know. We may need drivers to assist until he is able to complete 
an Iowa Drivers Test and get a driverõs license.
