DEAR PARISHIONERS, 
 

F 
or some weeks now, we have been following Lukeõs journey 
with Jesus to Jerusalem. We are reminded of that in the 
opening words of todayõs Gospel: Jesus passed through 

towns and villages, teaching as he went and making his way to Jerusalem. 
All along the way, Jesus defines the meaning of discipleship and what it 
meant to be his follower. Love God and love your neighbor; who is our 
neighbor? Anyone in need is our neighbor. Have a relationship with God 
nurtured in prayer. Do not become too attached to material possessions, 
status or success. Travel light and store up treasure in heaven. All of these 
are elements of discipleship.  

 

In the Gospel one question ignites the discussion: Lord, will only a 
few people be saved?  Jesus does not give an answer in terms of numbers 
because numbers are not the issue. Rather, Jesus responds with Strive to 
enter through the narrow gate! Passive listening and simply 
acknowledging that you were present is not enough. We ate and drank in 
your company and you taught in our streets does not secure oneõs 
salvation. The narrow gate requires us to do works of justice, mercy and 
compassion to all those in need. Faith is more than something we profess 
with our lips it must be lived in action. Jesus is himself the narrow gate.  

 

Coming to God is done in and through Jesus. It also requires 
humility and the ability to leave our selfishness behind. The Gospel ends 
with what is called a reversal: some who are last will be first, and some 
who are first will be last. We may encounter folks on the road to heaven 
who we least expect to find! 

 

Many thanks to all who have worked so hard to make our festival a 
success! As I write this we are just a few days out from the Festival. This 
yearõs team has done an excellent job in planning and organizing. Car 
raffle ticket sales are just ahead of a year ago! We are nearing our 
Silent Auction goal and the weather looks promising! Please come and 
enjoy the day with us. I remember the first year I was at Resurrection and 
a lady said to me òI hope your festival is a success!ó I asked what parish 
she was from and she said òResurrection.ó I responded òItõs not my 
festival, it is OUR festival.ó Letõs make this year one of our very best 
festivalõs ever!

In August, 2015, Archbishop Michael Jackels said this to 
regional parish Social Justice Committees gathering in
