"You have made us for yourself, O Lord, and our hearts are restless until they rest in you."                                      

ð St. Augustine of Hippo, Confessions (c. 397) 
 

 The month of February is known as Heart Health Awareness month, and the 
focus is on healthy alternatives to contradict bad habits. We are encouraged to 
avoid fatty foods, cut out salts from our diets, exercise, sleep well, and get a check-
up from our doctors if we have any questions or concerns. Everyone should want a 
healthy heart. So, we need to do what is necessary to see that our heart, the organ 
that sustains our lives, is kept in good condition. 
 During the month of February, we also celebrate Valentine's Day. This day 
doesn't really have much of an impact on a celibate priest such as myself, but it 
does have great significance for those who are in a marital or romantic relation-
ship. We take the time and make the effort to let our beloved know that we deeply 
and truly love them. We gift them with roses or chocolates. We write notes or sing 
serenades. We treat them to an elegant dinner or even perhaps, much to the 
chagrin of my guy buddies, take their gals dancing. Ugh! All kidding aside, this 
celebration of Valentine's Day really emphasizes the romance of a relationship that 
needs to be kept up and burning brightly. Although we know that words "I love 
you" are important, actions speak louder than words. 
 However, during this month of Heart Health Awareness and also 
Valentine's Day, perhaps we all could focus our attention a little more on our 
spiritual pursuits of being one with the Heart of Jesus! Of course, we want to take 
care of our own physical heart that sustains our lives. And, of course we want to 
take care of our romantic relationships that add to the quality of our lives. But what 
about our spiritual lives and how they would be so much better if our hearts were 
attuned to the wants, desires, passions, pains, pursuits, and joys of the Sacred Heart 
of Jesus? 
 I served in the capacity of director of vocation awareness (recruiter for 
priesthood) for our Archdiocese from 1999-2007. During that time, I networked 
with other priests who served as vocation directors for their respective dioceses. I 
was blessed to have had the opportunity to gather information and gain valuable 
advice from many of them as we helped young men discern their potential vocation 
to the priesthood in service to the Catholic Church. One of them from the Joliet 
diocese had developed these reflections to help the candidate come to know about 
his heart in relationship to the heart of Jesus. I believe that these points also apply 
to all of us who desire oneness with the Heart of Jesus.  
  
After the Heart of Jesus by Father John Regan  

¶ Maybe what moves your heart are the same things that moved Jesus' 
heart. The Gospels tell us that Jesus' heart was moved by the world's 
pain. He was moved with compassion for the sick, for the blind, for 
those in the grip of demons. He could not see one who suffered without 
longing to ease the pain.  

¶ Jesus was moved by the world's sorrow. He had a great desire to 
wipe the tears from every eye. He longed to befriend, to comfort, and 
to give strength to people weighed down by the burdens of this life. 

¶ Jesus was moved by the world's hunger. He knew that no one of us 
should be content to have too much while others have too little. 

¶ Jesus was moved by the world's confusion. He announced the truth of 
God's reign to an often-disbelieving world. 

¶ Jesus also desired to celebrate the joyful moments of life. He came to 
show the way to true happiness so that people might have life more 
abundantly. 

 

 Reflect on the bullet points above and pray over this question for a 
moment: òWhat moves your heart?ó Perhaps you will find your own heart being 
moved by the same things that touched Jesus' Heart. Are you are being called to 
follow After the Heart of Jesus? How so?
