DEAR PARISHIONERS, 

P 
erhaps some of you remember Emeril Lagasse, the award-winning Creole 
chef and host of the Essence of Emeril, a well-known cooking show on the 
Food Network from 1994-2007? In any event, besides his cooking he was 

best known for his trademark catchphrase, òBam!ó when he would add a little extra 
something special to the entree and òkick it up a notchó in order to make it stand 
out from the ordinary. 

The interesting thing about this catchphrase is that it originated not so much 
as it was meant to accentuate an extra additive to the recipe that may have taken 
that particular dish over the top but, more practically, that it served as a jolting 
wake up call to those who accompanied him on the set of his cooking show.  He 
said, òBecause of my restaurant schedule, we were shooting eight shows a day.  It 
was crazy, and after we had had lunch people began to start to fall asleep a little. 
So, in order to keep staff and studio audience awake on the set, òBam!ó was born 
and it took off from there. 

Here we are at this time of the liturgical year when we transition from the 
High Holy season of Christmas into what we consider Ordinary Time. Ordinary Time 
makes up the largest part of our Liturgical year:  thirty-three to thirty-four weeks. 
Unfortunately, the nomenclature of òOrdinaryó as it applies to this time of our litur-
gical calendar has been misinterpreted to mean either unimportant or non-essential. 
There could be nothing farther from the truth. There is nothing òordinaryó about 
Ordinary time, since within this liturgical season we still celebrate the mystery of 
Christ in its fullness every Sunday at the Holy Mass. 

The Advent/Christmas season and Lent/Easter season fill in the other weeks 
of the liturgical year. Both seasons are more expansive over particular aspects of 
the mystery of Christ as Advent accentuates his final coming, and Christmas his birth, 
or as Lent focuses on his passion and Easter features his Resurrection. These holy 
seasons add their own spice to those main entrees and seem to be able to help us 
sit up and take notice of the òprogramó that we are involved in during those holy 
days. 

However, and unfortunately, we seem to regress into a liturgical lull when 
Ordinary Time settles back into place. That is not supposed to happen. The same 
sense of fervor and faithfulness should be applied to Ordinary Time as it is to the 
times of Advent/Christmas and Lent/Easter. The issue, I think, lies within the fact that 
the òspecialó liturgical seasons provide their own pizzazz regarding themes, music, 
décor, direction, and intentionality of the participants. 

Ordinary Time requires that all the participants (including priest, deacons, 
liturgical ministers, and all parishioners) take on a role of the likes of Emeril Lagasse 
and òkick it up a notch,ó put some òBamó into it. We need to take the òOrdinaryó 
and make it òExtra-Ordinaryó through message, music, and ministry in order to 
wake up the assembly, and let believers know that every Sunday is a day worthy 
of worshipping our loving and faithful God who has given us eternal life through 
Jesus Christ. 

We are reminded in this Sundayõs Gospel reading that Jesus, at the wed-
ding in Cana, takes ordinary water and òBam,ó makes it into the choicest of wines. 
Jesus does this with ordinary bread and fish at the feeding of the five thousand, as 
well as other miracles of his making. These òordinaryó things are made extra-
ordinary through his holy hands and by the gift of Godõs grace. In seeing this, we 
cannot help but to take notice of the foundations to the sacramental life of our 
Church which brings us closer to him. 

All liturgical seasons call for the faithful and active participation of clergy 

and laity alike. So, we should ask ourselves what each one of us can do when it 

comes to having a hand in taking òOrdinary Timeó and òkicking it up a notch or 

two,ó making it an extra-ordinary experience in the hearts, minds, and souls of all 

those called to worship the Lord. In what ways can you invite, encourage, and sup-

port consistent, weekly Mass attendance in your family? How does the notion of 

adding a little of your own òBam!ó toward the importance of the Sunday celebra-

tion challenge you in your call to discipleship?
