DEAR PARISH FAMILY, 

T 
he shortened days, cold rains, blustery winds, and fallen leaves have con-
vinced us that winter weather is on the way. Therefore, it behooves us to take 
the necessary steps to prepare ourselves for those frigid days and nights 

ahead when the snow flies and we are covered with that white blanket of crunchy, 
frozen, water crystals.  
 

 While kids may anticipate this as a time for fun and frolicking, we adults 
begrudgingly open up the storage closets or cedar chests to get out our woolen 
coats, caps, mittens, and hats. We check furnaces and fireplaces, as well as window 
sills, to keep out that winter chill. We also make sure that we have a flu shot, as 
well as an adequate amount of food and fuel in case of winter maladies or massive 
snow storms that seem to come out of nowhere. 
 

 In times past, I have a fond childhood memory of being out on the farm in 
the midst of the cold and blowing snow whether for work or play. However, before 
we stepped out of the house we were bundled up from head to toe so much so that 
it was hard to move about. I felt as though I was an astronaut bounding about in 
slow motion, as if I were on the cold, soft surface of the moon. It was fun to be out in 
the elements with the assurance that getting frost bite was not of great worry or 
concern.   
 

 As intense as we are in our efforts of winter weatherization against the 
cold and dark to protect the delights of physical well-being, home and hearth, how 
are we doing in terms of our own spiritual well-being and our fleshy hearts? Do we 
make enough efforts and take enough precautions to prevent external elements of 
the sinister cold and the force of darkness from entering into our spiritual hearts? 
 

 St. Paul, in his letter to the Ephesians (6:13-17) urges them to put on protec-
tive spiritual gear as they face the eternal forces of cold and darkness as it applies 
to evil and sinfulness. Paul encourages them to òPut on the armor of Godéand hold 
your ground.ó  He tells them and us to òStand fast, with the truth as the belt around 
your waist, justice as your breastplate, and zeal to propagate the gospel of peace 
as your footgear.ó Other protective gear that he mentions includes òHold faith up 
before you as a shield and, taking the helmet of salvation and the sword of the 
spirit, the word of God.ó St. Paul, in his letter to the Romans (13:12-14) invites them 
to do the same things by òPutting on the Lord, Jesus Christ ð as an Armor of light.ó 
 

 As we anticipate those cold days ahead in winter and taking the necessary 
precautions to protect ourselves against the adverse effects of its harshness on the 
exterior level, perhaps we should also consider our precautions toward our interior 
life protecting us against the harshness of the ways that lead us to experience sin 
and darkness.  
 

 As it gets cold and the weather turns for the worse, we, our children espe-
cially, become more inclined to stay indoors texting, snap chatting, getting online 
with the internet, or watching television. Have we taken the necessary steps to pre-
vent the pervasiveness of pornography, the violence of video gun battles, or any 
other inappropriate images, thoughts, and words that can creep in and damage the 
hearts and minds of our young people? Have the necessary parental blocks been 
put in place, strict directives been provided, and proper usage been explained? If 
not, it might be a good time to review this with your respective families. Providing a 
safe environment is essential. Winter weather can be brutal on our homeõs exterior 
and our own physical bodies. We need to address this each year as it seems like a 
constant battle. However, and even more importantly, we need to constantly be 
vigilant against the insidious nature of evil which is far more damaging to our spir-
itual lives and family unity.
