DEAR PARISHIONERS, 
 

I 
n todayõs first reading, we hear from Jeremiah. He accuses God of 
seducing him into a life that brought him hardship and rejection. He 
never wanted to be a prophet but he was enticed by God who 

spoke to him with love and tenderness, òI formed you in the womb.ó God then 
promised, òI am with you to deliver youéI will put my words into your mouth.ó 
Jeremiah fell for it and he allowed God to work through him, and the people 
rejected him for proclaiming Godõs word. Jeremiah is miserable because he 
shared Godõs fate. If God is rejected, then so is the one charged with 
proclaiming Godõs word.  

 

 In the Gospel, we hear from Jesus who would have clearly understood 
how Jeremiah felt. As the beloved of God, he not only spoke Godõs word, he 
lived and breathed the Fatherõs care. He moved through life extended the 
loving hand of his Father. He reached out to the rejected, the sick, and the 
needy. His own experience of being criticized, rejected, and threatened 
assured him that the powerful would seek the way to do him in. He talked to his 
disciples about what was to come, he shared his heart with them. He wanted 
them to know and understand what he came to know as Godõs will for him.  
 

 When Peter tells him that going to Jerusalem was not necessary, Jesus 
turns on his òRockó and denounces him as Satan. Peter is thinking not as God 
thinks, but as man thinks. Jesus was not fulfilling the commonly held notion that a 
Messiah would over throw the occupying Roman force and undertake the 
restoration of the temple. The notion that Jesus has come to believe is that he is 
the òsuffering servantó as the prophecy of Isaiah foretold. Jesus was also 
confident that God would not let his impending death be the end of the story. 
His integrity demanded that he not hide from danger. He had to be true to his 
message. Jesus trusted that the Father would give him the grace and strength 
that he needed to accomplish whatever the Father willed.  
 

 In the second reading, Paul calls us into a daily struggle for faithfulness. 
òDo not conform yourselves to this age.ó The call is to live with Christlike 
integrity. To stand up for the values of the reign of God. Gospel love can be 
hard and may prove to be a cross that is heavy to carry. It can cost us 
everything. Is there anything worth living for without it?

The second shift will meet at 8:15 a.m. on Saturday 
morning, and conclude around 11:00 a.m. The Saturday shift 
will include completion of the setup, assistance with food 
distribution, and end with clean up.
